
LEAST RESTRICTIVE ENVIRONMENT

To the maximum extent appropriate, students with disabilities are educated with nondisabled students regardless of the identified disability.  The provision of services to students with different disabilities at the same time and in the same classroom is permitted.  
Students with disabilities are in classes and building with their chronological peers unless the reasons are documented in the written notice as required.  Students with disabilities are not removed from education in age-appropriate general education classrooms solely because of needed modifications in the general curriculum.

Special cases, separate schooling, or other removal of students from the general education environment occurs only if the nature and severity of the disability is such that education in general education classes using supplementary aids and services cannot be satisfactorily achieved.
The CCC determines the placement in which a student will receive services.  The student’s placement is:

(A) based on the student’s IEP;

(B) reviewed at least annually; and

(C) in the school that the student would attend if not disabled, unless the IEP requires some other arrangement.  If another arrangement is required, the placement should be as close as possible to the student’s home school.

Consideration should be given to any harmful effects on the students or the quality of services needed.

The public agency must take steps to make available to students with disabilities the variety of educational programs and services that are made available to nondisabled students served by the public agency including vocational education, art, music, industrial arts, consumer and homemaking education, physical education, field trips, and convocations.

The public agency must take steps to ensure that each student with a disability has an equal opportunity to participate with nondisabled students in nonacademic and extracurricular services and activities to the maximum extent appropriate to the needs of the student.  Services and activities may include the following:  meals and recess, athletics, recreational activities, special interest groups or clubs sponsored by the public agency, graduation ceremonies, and employment of students by the public agency and assistance in making outside employment available.
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
