Before his election to the Indiana State Senate, Koch served
District 65 inthe House of Representatives from 2002 to 2016.

Koch serves as Ranking Member of the Senate Committee
on Judiciary and as a member on the Senate Committees on
Commerce and Technology; Corrections and Criminal Law;
and Utilities.

Professionally, Koch is an attorney with Koch and McAuley PC.
He is also on the Board of Governors of the Society of Indiana
Pioneers, the Executive Board of the Hoosier Trails Council
of the Boy Scouts of America, and represents Indiana as a
Commissioner on the National Conference of Commissioners P Bartholomew
on Uniform State Laws.
