
EXTENDED SCHOOL YEAR SERVICES

Extended school year means special education and related services that are provided for a student with a disability beyond the normal school year or instructional day, in accordance with the student’s IEP, and at no cost to the parent.

In order to receive a free appropriate public education, some students may require extended school year (ESY) services. The Case Conference Committee, without regard to the student’s disability, shall determine and document the need for such services.  The purpose of ESY is not to enhance the present levels of educational performance, but rather to prevent or deter severe skill regression caused by the interruption of special education during the summer months.  Other students, for whom extended school year services are not required, who wish to participate in other summer school offerings, may do so provided they meet the requirements for enrollment.
