
TRANSITION SERVICES

“Transition services” means a coordinated set of activities for a student with a disability that are designed to be within a results-oriented process that is focused on improving the academic and functional achievement of the student.  These services are incorporated into the student’s transition IEP and facilitate movement from school to postschool activities including, but not limited to the following:

· postschool education

· vocational education or training, or both

· integrated employment, including supported employment

· continuing and adult education

· adult services

· independent living

· community participation

These coordinated services must be based on the individual student’s needs, taking into account the student’s strengths, preferences, and interests to include the following:

· instruction

· related services

· community experiences

· the development of employment and other postschool adult living objectives

· if appropriate, the acquisition of daily living skills and provision of a functional vocational evaluation.

The transition IEP is written for special education students who are entering grade 9 or becoming 14 years of age, whichever occurs first.  When the developing or revising the transition IEP, the public agency must invite the student.  If the student is unable to attend, steps must be taken to ensure the student’s preferences and interests are considered.  With the consent of the parent, a representative of any participating agency likely to be responsible for providing or paying for transition services must be invited.
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
