
CONTINUUM OF PLACEMENT OPTIONS

The public agency must ensure the availability of a continuum of placement options for students in kindergarten through the school year in which students become 22 years of age that includes the following:

(1) General education classroom with special education and related services provided during the instructional day.

(2) Resource room with special education and related services provided outside the general education classroom.

(3) Separate classroom in a general education school building with special education and related services provided outside the general education classroom.

(4) Separate public or nonpublic residential school or facility with special education and related services provided.

(5) Public or nonpublic residential school or facility with special education and related services provided to students living at the school or facility.
(6) Homebound or hospital setting with special education and related services provided at the student’s home, a hospital, or other noneducational site selected by the public agency.

The placement options listed must not be exclusive placement options, and a student’s placement may be a combination of the options listed, as determined appropriate by the CCC.
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
