COMMITTEE REPORTS:  
C-9 Report:  Greg Waltz reported that the Media Communications class was featured at the recent meeting.  During the meeting Waltz said that they approved the purchase of a snow removal/usage truck.  He also reported that at a recent college fair 44 departments from colleges were there for the students to talk to.  And he reported that the adult education department continues to grow.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Presentation of the 2020 Safety, Security, Construction and Maintenance Project & Second Preliminary Determination Hearing Project: Dr. Edsell explained to the Board that under Indiana Code 6-1.1-20-3.5 whenever a school corporation proposes to enter into a lease agreement and/or issue bonds for the construction of renovation of a school building resulting in total costs in excess of certain thresholds, the school corporation is required to hold two public hearings on its preliminary determination to issue such bonds and enter into such lease agreement.  The first hearing on the preliminary determination for the Project was held on November 25, 2019.  This meeting represents the second of such hearings.  Notice of both hearings was published in the Daily Journal and in the Martinsville Reporter Times on November 13, 2019, and was mailed to the Johnson County Clerk, Morgan County Clerk.

It was explained that at this hearing all interested people may give testimony and/or ask question concerning the safety, security, construction and maintenance project.  The purpose of the hearing is to 1. To inform the public as to the proposed projects and 2. To allow all interested parties, taxpayers and patrons of the School Corporation to voice their opinions as to the projects and ask questions.  

Dr. Edsell explained the Educational need for the project.  Edsell said that the plan enables the school corporation to implement needed updates and expansion across the entire campus, strategically and simultaneously.  The project includes school safety, new fine arts auditorium, new field house/community center, athletic field upgrade, ICES and ICIS classroom expansion, and maintenance upgrades.

The timeline for the project was discussed as well as the costs  He also presented the increase in tax rate to be an additional $.10 to the Debt Service Fund, which will increase the overall 2020 tax rate by $.10.

Board President, Ed Harvey asked for public comment:  
Shaun Guernsey of 2501 South Ivy Court in Martinsville said that he completely supports the project because of the need to have more space for sports team’s practices.  As the wrestling coach he said that the wrestling program continues to grow and attract families from other districts.
Mick McClanahan of 1968 Dynasty Ridge Rd in Martinsville asked if a plan had been laid out to prevent excessive runoff.  He also voiced his concerns about traffic and roadway infrastructure.
