
EARLY CHILDHOOD SERVICES
Public school corporations provide special education for all students with disabilities upon the attainment of the child’s third birthday.

East Central Special Services maintains procedures for surveying and obtaining referrals from various agencies and individuals throughout the cooperative.  Referral sources may include the following:

· Parents/Family members

· First Steps agencies

· Community preschools and Head Start programs

· Physicians

· Well Child Clinics

· County Boards of Health

· County Departments of Public Welfare/Child Protection

Preschool-aged children are evaluated under the requirements of Article 7.  The evaluation requirements are similar to those used with the school-aged population, yet unique and appropriate to the developmental ages of preschoolers.  
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
