
DEFINITION OF PARENT

A “parent” means one of the following:


1.  Any biological or adoptive parent whose parental rights have not been terminated or restricted in accordance with law.


2.  A guardian generally authorized to act as the student’s parent, or authorized to make educational decisions for the student, including a court-appointed temporary guardian.


3.  A foster parent.


4.  An individual with legal custody or an individual acting in the place of a biological or adoptive parent, including grandparent, stepparent, or other relative, or other adult who accepts full legal responsibility for the student and with whom the student lives.


5.  An educational surrogate appointed in accordance with Article 7.


6.  Any student of legal age, which defined in Article 7 means:



A. is eighteen years of age; and



B. has not had a guardian appointed by a court.


7.  An educational representative appointed in accordance with Article 7.
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
